Facilities Update

	Board of Elections

	Mr. Terry DePoyster, Public Services Director, presented the five bids received for the Board of Election renovation at the former fitness facility:

	Mr. DePoyster recommended awarding the contract bid to Affordable Contractors. They verified they would be able to start the work within 30 days, and complete the project within 30-60 days.

	Commissioner Brown made a motion to award the contract to Affordable Contractors for $64,500, second by Commissioner Greene. By a vote of 4-0 the motion passed.

	Courthouse Update

	Mr. DePoyster informed the Board the courtroom construction was finished, and the tentative date for moving the Clerk of Court into the old Register of Deeds office to finish working into the courthouse would be May 8th-10th.

	Courthouse Lawn
	Mr. DePoyster reported the flag pole had been replaced with a larger pole and the dedication plaque had been refurbished. There would be a light shining on the flag. The Vietnam Memorial Monument was also being refurbished.

	WBRM Tower Lease

	Mr. Wooten noted several months ago the Board voted to have a study done on tower space on the Grant’s Mountain Site due to a request from a radio station to add an antenna. The study was completed with recommendations there would be no interference with the county equipment for operating a FM radio transmitter. The owner had paid to have a separate power line for the transmitter. All utilities would be paid by the owner also.

	Discussion followed on the amount of the monthly lease rate.

	Commissioner Greene made a motion to charge $200 a month, second by Commissioner Vaughn. By a vote of 4-0 the motion passed.

 	Per N.C.G.S. 160A-272 staff will publish the notice of the lease in the paper and vote on the resolution at a later regular meeting.

Resolution Transferring Microchip Scanner

	Mr. Wooten presented a Resolution Authorizing Donation of County Owned Property for approval. The donation was a microchip reader to Board voted last month to donate to Mercy Fund Animal Rescue.

	Commissioner Greene made a motion to adopt the Resolution Authorizing Donation of County Owned Property, second by Commissioner Vaughn. By a vote of 4-0, the motion passed.
Sales Tax Agreement

	Mr. Wooten noted the last five years the City of Marion and McDowell County had a signed agreement the county would send $150,000 +/- based on sales tax annually to the City. The agreement is currently up for renewal and the City presented an interlocal agreement for approval. A copy of the agreement is with the agenda materials.

	Staff recommended $100,000 for 2019-2020; $67,000 for 2020-2021; $33,000 for 2021-2022 as the last year of distribution. 

	Discussion followed on the sales tax distribution. 

	Commissioner Greene made a motion to go with the staff recommended three year plan, second by Commissioner Vaughn. By a vote of 4-0 the motion passed.

Health Department Update

	Polk County will be leaving the RPM Health District at the end of the year. Mr. Wooten gave a PowerPoint presentation on health department basics, governance, funding, staffing and facilities. A written copy of the presentation is with the agenda materials.

	Discussion was held during the presentation and consensus was for staff to provide more information on combining health services already in existence in the county, such as; DSS and Health Dept. Staff will research and report back with findings. Mr. Wooten added finding a health director and environmental health would be the most challenging to recruit due to their strict educational requirements. A stand alone Health Dept. would also impact other departments such as Finance, HR, and Maintenance.

	Vice Chair Brown suggested a follow up meeting on this subject in a couple of months.

	Commissioner Greene made a motion to meet at 8:00am instead of 11:30am for any future daytime meetings, second by Vice Chair Brown. By a vote of 4-0 the motion passed. 

	Staff noted the Board had received their annual invite to hold a joint meeting with the Fire Commission on Thursday, May 9th at 6:30pm.

	Commissioner Greene made a motion to recess at 1:00pm to Thursday, May 9th at 6:30pm to meet with the Fire Commission, second by Commissioner Vaughn. By a vote of 4-0 the motion passed.
